The Illinois State Income Tax Act (PA96-0045) passed last July includes legislation that greatly impacts many small business owners in not only the Downers Grove area, but the entire State of Illinois.  Imbedded on page 156 of the budget implementation bill and represented as a technical correction is SB1912, presented on July 15th, the last day of the extended legislative session.  SB 1912 is a 50% tax increase on Partnership, LLC and LLP Income!  
A Member of the Downers Grove Area Chamber of Commerce & Industry reported that just for the clients of his small accounting firm, this bill will cost business owners $2,000,000. What I find most interesting is that, not a penny of the increased replacement tax will benefit the state; 100% of replacement tax dollars are to be distributed to municipalities statewide.  
This is a brand new tax – 1.5% Illinois replacement income tax in addition to the personal income tax of 3% paid a partner receiving his or her distributive share of partnership income, resulting in a 50% increase in tax. How can any elected official sign onto a 50% tax increase during such challenging economic times?  Businesses were led to believe that an income tax increase was rejected by the legislature; as in so many other situations in this State, we now find it is simply untrue.  
On behalf of the Members of the Downers Grove Area Chamber of Commerce & Industry, I am asking you as an elected official in the State of Illinois, to be part of the solution, not the problem.  This tax increase must be repealed.   Thank you for your consideration.
