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Library of Congress chooses Naper Settlement website for archiving
Naperville, Ill. — The United States Library of Congress selected Naper Settlement’s Civil War Days website, www.napersettlement.museum/calendar/Civil%20War%20Days.html, for inclusion in the historic collection of Internet materials related to the American Civil War Sesquicentennial.
“We are honored that the Library of Congress selected Naper Settlement’s website for inclusion in our nation’s archives,” said Vice President of Museum Services Debbie Grinnell. “We preserve our community’s history for future generations and this offers us a national spotlight for our preservation and education efforts.” 
The Library of Congress preserves the Nation’s cultural artifacts and provides enduring access to them. The Library’s traditional functions, acquiring, cataloging, preserving and serving collection materials of historical importance to the Congress and the American people to foster education and scholarship, extend to digital materials, including websites. The Library will make this collection available to researchers at Library facilities and, by special arrangement, to scholarly research institutions, as well as the Library’s public access website.
The Library of Congress Web Archives contribute to the historical record, capturing information that could otherwise be lost. With the growing role of the Web as an influential medium, records of historic events could be considered incomplete without materials that were “born digital” and never printed on paper. In addition to Civil War Days, Naper Settlement has programs planned to commemorate the Civil War Sesquicentennial including, “Walking with Soldiers: The Civil War Tour” on June 26, and the Civil War Sesquicentennial Series that includes “Rally ’Round the Flag” on Sept. 25 and “Naperville and the Civil War” on Oct. 16. The series is made possible in part by a grant from the Illinois Humanities Council, the National Endowment for the Humanities, and the Illinois General Assembly.

History comes to life at Naper Settlement, Chicagoland’s outdoor history museum, located in downtown Naperville at 523 S. Webster St. Accredited by the American Association of Museums, Naper Settlement has 30 historic structures ranging from a rustic log cabin to an elegant Victorian mansion, listed on the National Register of Historic Places, and a Research Library and Archives open to the public.
